Instate tuition = $732 + $120 distance education fee (Online courses only) + $100 book = $952 per course
Out of state tuition = $1575 + $120 distance education fee (Online courses only) + $100 book = $1,795 per course

Total program cost would depend on HOW MANY courses are required, for example~~
Business Major Undergrad (0 pre-reqs) = 10 courses.  So, 10x952 = $9,520 (Resident Tuition)

Non-Business Major Undergrad (6 pre-reqs) = 16 courses.  So, 16x952 = $15,232 (Resident Tuition)

Business Major Undergrad (0 pre-reqs) = 10 courses.  So, 10x1795 = $17,950 (Non-Resident Tuition)

Non-Business Major Undergrad (6 pre-reqs) = 16 courses.  So, 16x1795 = $28,720 (Non-Resident Tuition)
