POSITION TITLE: Assistant Professor/Lecturer of Mathematics Education (tenure-track/non-tenure-track)

POSITION DESCRIPTION: 

The successful candidate will teach graduate and undergraduate courses in Mathematics and Mathematics Education.  In addition to teaching, responsibilities include conducting scholarly research, student advising, committee assignments, and other departmental and university activities which may include participation in the procurement and implementation of grants and assisting in undergraduate research projects as appropriate.
REQUIRED QUALIFICATIONS: 

For the tenure-track Assistant Professor position, the requirements are: (1) at least 30 graduate credit hours in Mathematics coursework; (2) an earned doctorate in Mathematics or Mathematics Education or a closely related field (and the candidate must have completed all requirements for the doctoral degree by the time of employment); (3) a demonstrable strong interest in issues within mathematics education, including evidence of scholarship and scholarly activities or high potential; (4) a record of strong and innovative teaching experience; and (5) familiarity with national mathematics education standards (NCTM) and state teacher certification.

In the event that the search for a tenure-track candidate is unsuccessful, the requirements for the non-tenure-track Lecturer are: (1) a Master’s degree in Mathematics; (2) a demonstrable strong interest in issues within mathematics education, including evidence of scholarship and scholarly activities or high potential; (3) a record of strong and innovative teaching experience; and (4) familiarity with national mathematics education standards (NCTM) and state teacher certification.

PREFERRED QUALIFICATIONS:

Preference will be given to applicants with any of the following: Mathematics coursework and training beyond the Master’s level; a record of scholarly work in the form of publications in peer-reviewed journals; successful grant procurement; teaching experience at the college or university level; some teaching experience outside of the college or university setting; and, for the Lecturer position, ABD status.

RESPONSIBILITIES:

The successful Assistant Professor candidate will teach undergraduate and Master's level graduate courses in Mathematics and Mathematics Education, including some service courses in mathematics for students seeking teaching certification.  In addition to teaching, responsibilities include conducting scholarly research; student advising; committee assignments; participation in the procurement and implementation of grants if appropriate; assisting in undergraduate research projects as appropriate; and other departmental and university activities.  (Note that the terminal degree is generally required for teaching graduate-level courseswork, so that the Lecturer might only teach undergraduate courses.)
SALARY AND RANK:  Commensurate with qualifications and experience, either at the rank of Assistant Professor or Lecturer as described above.
