Proposed Changes in Music Curricula
With these documents, the Music Department proposes significant changes in the degrees and course offerings.  These changes include

· Reducing the department's degrees to

1. Bachelor of Music in Performance

2. Bachelor of Science (with Certification)

3. Master of Music

· Eliminating the following degrees due to accreditation issues, limited enrollment, and/or semester hour limits (Form 4):

1. Bachelor of Arts

2. Bachelor of Arts (with Certification)

3. Bachelor of Science (with Certification)

4. Master of Science in Music Education

· Revising the Bachelor of Science (with Certification): Piano Emphasis (Form 6)

· Restructuring the Master's of Music to include degrees in music performance and education (Form 6)

The music faculty initially explored these changes in 2004 after an in-depth Self Study for accreditation by the National Association of Schools of Music.  This fall the faculty worked cooperatively to finalize the proposals.

The proposed changes simply reconfigure, economize, and clarify existing approved and accredited degrees.  Further, the changes also serve to bring the degrees into compliance with  state-imposed credit-hour limits, education regulations, and university curricular policies at the undergraduate and graduate levels.
