Explanation or Justification
Upon completion of the present curriculum for the Bachelor of Science (with Certification): Piano Emphasis, a student will be certified to teach all-level music.  In other words, the graduating student will be certified to teach general music at the elementary school level or conduct choirs at the secondary school level.  Unfortunately, the curriculum for the present BS (with Certification): Piano Emphasis does not require the student to take those classes that prepares one to conduct choir; rather, the student takes piano pedagogy and literature classes, leaving him or her unprepared to work with secondary choral ensembles.

The department seeks to revise this degree program to provide a viable option for pianists who wish to teach general music at the elementary level and conduct choirs at the secondary level.  In this revised degree program, the students will declare a minor instrument of a voice; then, the students will meet the respective minor applied lesson requirements, choral ensemble requirements, and music education course requirements as determined by their choice of voice as the minor instrument.  For instance, he or she would sing in choir and take minor applied voice lessons, diction, elementary methods, choral methods and literature, and advanced choral conducting.
Catalog Instructions
For the Bachelor of Science (with Certification):  Piano Emphasis with voice as Minor Applied, the student will study piano as the principal applied instrument, pass the keyboard barrier exam, and perform a thirty-minute recital on the piano.  At the same time, the student will declare voice as a minor instrument; then, the student will meet the respective minor applied lesson requirements, choral ensemble requirements, and music education course requirements as determined by his or her choice of voice as the minor applied.  The student must continue to study minor applied voice until he or she passes a proficiency exam.
