The National Association of Schools of Music (NASM), the department's discipline-specific accrediting agency, evaluates the Bachelor of Arts in Music (without certification) and Bachelor of Science in Music (without certification) as liberal arts degrees.  Unfortunately, as presently configured, these degrees do not meet NASM's accreditation standard for the required percentage of liberal arts courses.  Thus, the department seeks to drop the degrees.
The Bachelor of Arts in Music (with Certification) requires a specific number of semester hours in University Studies, professional education, and foreign language in addition to the music courses required by NASM for accreditation. Unfortunately, the total semester hours number more than the 139 hour maximum.  Thus, the department seeks to drop the Bachelor of Arts with Certification, but will continue to offer the Bachelor of Science in Music (with Certification) as the music education degree.
The department seeks to drop this degree for several reasons.  First, the department has not had a student enroll in or graduate with this degree for more than five years.  Second, as presently configured, the degree is essentially the same as the Bachelor of Music Performance-Piano.
